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Tip Category: Add-In Modules 

 

Question:    What is an Alchemex Add-In Module? 

Answer:   Alchemex supplies Add-In modules which are constantly being upgraded.  These modules 
extend the functionality of Alchemex with Excel. These Add-In modules are supplied as is and are used 
at your own risk. 
 
Method: 

1. Open the Alchemex Report Manager, select the report you would like to add the Add-In modules 
to 

2. Select the Show Advanced  tick box 
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3. Select the button to the right side of the Run Add-Ins text box  

 

 

4. The following screen will appear, select  the Specify a New Add-In Function option 
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5. You will then be asked to select your Add-In Library , select Alchemex Add-In 1   

6. Now select your Add-In Library Module, you have a choice here of: 

a. General Excel Extensions Module – this is used for additional Excel functionality 

b. Accounting Trial Balance Module – this is the Add In modules that are used with the 
Alchemex Management Pack reports 

c. Intranet / Internet Integration Module – this is used for additional functionality around 
internet/intranet reporting connectivity 

d. Operating Systems Function Module – this is used for additional operating system 
functionality 

e. Emailing Functions – these add-ins allow you to use email functionality with your 
Alchemex reporting 

 

7. For this example we are going to select the General Excel Extensions module  

8. Once you have selected General Excel Extensions module, select the 
ExtendFormulaeToUsedRows Add-In Function 

9. Select OK 
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10. The following screen will appear: 

 

11. Select the Fill in Defaults  option 
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12. Each option on this screen is completed as follows: 

a. Destination Sheet : Sheet 1 – this is the sheet that this add-in will be using 

b. The Column to being at (Number):  1 – begin copying formulae from this column 

c. The first row to begin copying to:  2 – begin copying formulae from this row 

d. The Excel Range to Copy: A1:B1 – the range that must be used for the copy process 

e. The Column used to define the used row range:  1 – this defines the active rows 

f. Replace the Formulae with Values (Yes/No):  No 

g. End Column: -1 - infinite 

h. Insert the new rows for the range (Yes/No): No 

i. Additional Rows: 0 

13. Select OK and you will return to the Report Manager screen 

 

14. This Add-In allows the formulae in your Excel workbook to be copied to the active rows at time of 
generating the report.  This means that you don’t have to copy the formulae manually in the 
template to all rows in case your data grows.  

15. You are able to add more than one add-in to a report at a time.  For a list of all add-ins, search for 
add-ins in the Alchemex Help file.
